#1-2 Plastic Containers
A A (The number on the inside of the stamped recycle emblem.)
>N Bottles for pop, milk, water, laundry and cleaning

products, juice, vinegar.

Remove lids and discard with trash.

Glass

Clear, green and brown beverage bottles and food jars.
Remove lids and metal rings and discard with trash.

Try not to break glass containers.

We cannot recycle window glass, crystal, light bulbs, ceramics,
Pyrex cookware and drinking glasses.

Steel and Aluminum

Includes beverage and food cans, both bi-metal (pop cans that are part tin and

part aluminum) and tin cans such as: soup and vegetable cans, aerosol cans,
aluminum pie containers, foil & empty paint cans (paint must be dried and removed)

Newspaper

Newspapers may be bagged or loose and must be DRY.

Brunton’s Dairy needs newspapers for their dairy cows and should be placed in
the Dairy Truck.

Magazines — Junk Mail — School or Business Paper and Catalogs
Magazines, junk mail, computer / business paper, used school paper and glossy
paper can be placed in the Abitibi yellow & green recycling bin.

You can also recycle hard or soft back books along with thin cardboard, for
example cereal boxes or Kleenex boxes, boxes must be flattened.
